THE SHABBAT CANDLES

A married woman customarily lights two candles and may add an
additional one for each of her children. An unmarried girl should
light one candle in deference to her mother. As soon as a young

girl can understand the idea of Shabbat and can say the blessing
(approximately 3 years old) her parents should provide her with a
candlestick and teach her to kindle the Shabbat candles. The young
girl should light before her mother, in case she needs assistance from
her.

It is customary to put a few coins into a Tzedakah pushka (charity
box) before lighting the candles.

The correct time to light the Shabbat candles is 18 minutes before
sunset every Friday. Young girls should light just prior to this time.

The Festival Candles

Just as candles are lit in honor of the Shabbat so too they are lit

in honor of the festivals. Various blessings are recited on different

festivals. See the chart below: Blessing for Festival Candle Lighting.
When lighting after the onset of a festival, a pre-existing

flame must be used to light the candles since it is prohibited to

create a new flame by striking a match or lighter, etc. However,

it is permissible to use (or transfer fire from) a flame burning

continuously since the onset of the festival, such as a pilot light, gas

or candle flame.
